MIXED ZONE

The mixed zone is a mandatory post-match procedure for teams which they
must go through immediately after the final whistle, even though they have
no obligation to speak to the media. If a player is asked to go to a TV studio,
he will do so before going through the mixed zone.

The mixed zone is accessible to all media except photographers. It is
possible to interview the teams, but please note that only TV rights holders
and non-rights holders have the right to film. This is valid for any kind of
filming (camera, mobile phone, tablets, DSLRs). All filming equipment needs
to be labelled with a sticker provided by Infront Venue Managers.

NON-RIGHTS HOLDERS

Non-rights holders do not have the right to film/record audio in the
competition venue, apart from the mixed zone and press conference.

Bib

In order to photograph you have to wear your photo bib at all times, as well
as your accreditation. You can collect your photo bib at the info desk on the
media tribune with an ID or your press card and a deposit. Please have the
exact amount of money for the deposit (20€ or equivalent in local currency).
You can pick up this document and the deposit when you return your bib.

It is forbidden to wear team or country outfits and we kindly ask you to wear
an outfit as neutral as possible.

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LEGAL PROGEDURES

Presentation

At an EHF EURO, the administration of justice is in the hands of two bodies,

i.e. the Disciplinary Commission and the Jury. The Disciplinary Commission
constitutes the body of first instance, which decisions can be appealed to the
Jury acting as a body in second instance. Both instances together may also

be referred to as the ad hoc bodies. Both ad hoc bodies are composed by
members of the Court of Handball and Court of Appeal acting as ad hoc bodies.

Composition

To rule upon a case, each panel is composed of a Chairperson and two
members. The President of the Court of Handball, acting as the Chairperson
in all first instance cases, nominates two members among its commission’s
members and ensure the independence and the impartiality of the decisions
rendered by the legal bodies. For example, if a case arises from a match
between Denmark and Serbia, members of the Disciplinary Commission or
the Jury from these two national federations, as well as the nationality of the
delegates and referees of that game, will not be part of the deciding panel.

Competence

The ad hoc bodies are competent to settle protests filed in by participating
teams, cases relating to regulations infringements and disciplinary situations
such as direct disqualifications.

Handling

Regardless the nature of the situation, proceedings are handled following an
express procedure to comply with the need of quickness and effectiveness
inherent to an EHF EURO. For example, to ensure the balance of the
competition, decisions relating to a direct disqualification are rendered
before the next match of the concerned player and team.

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Croatia is returning to the EHF EURO after a surprising
bronze medal two years ago. The ‘Queens of Shock’ did
almost the impossible when they ended their 11th EHF
EURO participation with a historic bronze medal for women’s
handball in Croatia.

Head coach Nenad Sostaric now has a somewhat changed
team due to injuries. Sostaric has realistic goals for the EHF
EURO 2022, though he dreams of repeating the success.
One thing is certain: even if the bronze medal was a one-off,
Croatia is rising again in women’s handball.

The main concern is injuries that have put a few important
players in doubt. The most significant absent player is
Camila Micijevic, one of the team’s top scorers from the
EHF EURO 2020. After her third ACL injury, she will miss
the competition. Her absence will definitely be visible in
their style of play, as the sharpshooter has often been
unstoppable in crucial moments.

The fiery atmosphere in the
Boris Trajkovski Arena in Skopje will pump up the co-hosts,
but is it enough?

In late September, North Macedonia lost two friendly
matches against Norway’s B team in Skopje. The second loss,
a 37:27 defeat, left coach Ljubomir Savevski scratching his
head only one month before the start of the tournament.

While not everything has worked according to plan in the
build-up, the final tournament will be a different situation for
the team, with added pressure and fans expecting results
from the players. North Macedonia’s lack of experience could
be decisive, but as lessons have been learnt, they can now
only focus on the future and the task at hand.

Poland will face Germany, Montenegro and Spain in group
D of the Women’s EHF EURO 2022 in Podgorica. After three
participations without a victory, already the opener is crucial
for the team of Norwegian-born head coach Arne Senstad.

In eight years, Poland have not won a single match at EHF
EURO final tournaments - one point in the final group match
of the EHF EURO 2020 against Germany was the only positive
outcome in the last three events.

And in their next EHF EURO match, Germany are the
opponents again on 5 November in Podgorica. This is already
seen as a make-or-break match for the main round, with
hosts Montenegro and 2019 World Championship silver
medallists Spain also in group D.

The 20 players who form the current squad of the Polish
side are a mixture of youth and experience. Due to different
reasons, Poland had to send quite an inexperienced team to
the EHF EURO 2020 in Denmark, where that draw against

Germany meant the only point as Poland finished 14th.

One year later, at the World Championship in Spain, the line-
up looked quite different, as players such as Kinga Achruk,
Magdalena Nocun and Monika Kobylinska helped Poland
reach 15th position from 32 teams, even ahead of top nations
such as Montenegro, Croatia and Angola. This year, Senstad
can choose from youth and experience.

At the end of September and beginning of October, when
other EHF EURO participants had test matches all over
Europe, Arne Senstad had called 20 players for a training
camp at Szczyrk. The only test matches on the way towards
the final tournament will happen abroad: On 28 and 30 of
October, Poland will be tested by Olympic champions France
in Rennes and Nantes, before they travel to Podgorica.

33-year-old playmaker Kinga Achruk is the only Champions
League winner in the current Polish squad. From 2013

until 2017, Achruk played for Buducnost and won the EHF
Champions League in 2015, ensuring plenty of love upon
her return.

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Germany have qualified for the Women’s EHF EURO for the
15th time —and again, it is their dream to make it to the semi-
finals, a stage they last reached in 2008.

New coach Markus Gaugisch, who is also coaching German
champions and EHF European League winners SG BBM
Bietigheim, is entering his first major tournament, counting
on a rather young but still experienced squad which will face
Poland, Montenegro and Spain in the preliminary round.

Before Germany’s last EHF EURO Qualifier against Greece
in April 2022, Gaugisch replaced Dutch coach Henk Groener
at the helm of the German national team. In terms of tactics,
Gaugisch builds on the active defence system, but has
started to change the way of attacking: more speed, more
easy and straight attacks — like the playing system that
helped Bietigheim become the internationally successful
team they currently are.
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A Bietigheim block is also part of the national team, which
makes it easier to adapt. Gaugisch’s mission is to qualify
for the 2024 Olympic Games and to win a medal at the
2025 World Championship, co-hosted by Germany and
Netherlands. After this season, he will only focus on the
national team.

Two key players, both with EHF Champions League teams,
will miss the EHF EURO 2022: FTC right back Alicia Stolle
has broken her hand — in a match against Bietigheim,

and Team Esbjerg goalkeeper Dinah Eckerle is pregnant.
While the goalkeeper position is strong with Katharina
Filter (Kgbenhavn) and Isabell Roch (Valcea), the only
internationally experienced right back is Julia Maidhof
(Bietigheim).

In general, the two team captains — Dortmund centre back
Alina Grijseels and FTC left back Emily Bolk — are the leaders
of the pack, but several other players can have their impact
on the EHF EURO as well, like line player Meike Schmelzer
(Braila) or defender Xenia Smits (Bietigheim), the MVP of the
EHF Finals 2022.

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MULTIPLE EURO UVINNERS

There have been 43 multiple winners of champion’s trophies in the Women’s
EHF EURO history, including seven Norwegians who will play at the EHF
EURO 2021. As Veronica Kristiansen, Camilla Herrem, Sanna Solberg-
Isaksen and Kari Brattset Dale miss the EHF EURO 2022 due to several
reasons, this number is lower compared to 2020.

But there is one, who stands-out: Katrine Lunde, the 42-year-old Norwegian
goalkeeper, can become the first handball player (male and female) ever

to become EHF EURO champion for the sixth time after being on the
winners’ podium in 2004, 2006, 2008, 2010 and 2020. Lunde is one of six
Norwegians with five trophies on her tally, besides Camilla Herrem, Marit
Malm Frafjord, Karoline Dyhre Breivang, Linn-Kristin Riegelhuth-Koren and
Kari Aalvik Grimsbg.

Two more of Lunde’s teammates can take their fifth trophy in Ljubljana on
20 November 2022: Stine Oftedal and two-time EHF EURO top scorer Nora
Mgrk, who both won the trophies in 2010, 2014, 2016 and 2020.

Only one non-Norwegian is among the 12 players with three EHF EURO
trophies: Danish goalkeeper Lene Rantala, who featured in the three
Denmark squads which won the trophy in 1994, 1996 and 2002.

As only Norway and Denmark have more than one trophy in their cabinet, no
other nation is represented among the 43 multiple EHF EURO champions.

TOP SCORERS AND MUP AUVARDS

Since 1996, a Norwegian player has been named Most Valuable Player
(MVP) at a Women’s EHF EURO five times. Denmark and Sweden have both
been represented twice on the MVP list, joined by one player from each of
Russia, Hungary, Netherlands and France.

Norway’s Gro Hammerseng is the only player to be named MVP twice, in
2004 and 2006. Her wife Anja Edin-Hammerseng became MVP in 2012.
The MVP has been a goalkeeper just once: Karin Mortensen in 2002 on
home ground, when the Danes won their most recent trophy. The MVP has
also been the top scorer just once, in Hungary/Croatia in 2014 when the
award was won by Swedish star Isabelle Gulldén. Last MVP was French
Estelle Nze Minko, who took this trophy, but lost the 2020 final at Herning
against Norway

The top scorer of the 12 Women’s EHF EURO events from 1996 to 2020
come from nine countries. Norway again tops the list with three top scorers
— Kjersti Grini, Linn-Kristin Riegelhuth-Koren and Nora Mgark, the only player,
who received the trophy twice, almost with the same number of goals:
2016 in Sweden by 53 goals and 2020 in Denmark by 52 strikes. Hungary

is represented by two top scorers, including Bojana Radulovic, the all-time
record holder with 72 goals on home ground in 2004.

Six IHF World Players of the year, winning the award 10 times in total,

are among the MVP and top scorers including four-time IHF World Player
Cristina Neagu, who was top scorer of the EHF EURO 2010. Radulovic was
named World Player twice, while Ausra Fridrikas (Austria), Nadine Krause
(Germany), Hammerseng and Riegelhuth have all been IHF Player of the Year
once. Neagu, Nze Minko, and Mgrk will all be on court in Denmark.

For the seventh consecutive EHF EURO event since the Women’s EHF EURO
2016, the final tournament’s match ball is presented by the EHF’s premium
partner, Danish ball manufacturer SELECT Sport.

The ‘Ultimate iBall’ saw the light of day at the draw event in April 2022

at the Ljubljana Castle and will eventually star in all 47 matches at the
Women’s EHF EURO 2022. The ball has been exclusively designed for the
championship. With elements in various colours it features the European
Handball Federation’s primary colour as well as those which are dominant
in the host nations’ flags.

With the EHF’s ongoing partnership with KINEXON for the EHF EURO events,
this SELECT Ultimate iBall has a built-in chip that tracks and distributes data
in real-time: Shot detection, exact ball speed and position of the shot is
captured, used and displayed on the EHF’s owned and operated channels
as well as on TV and brings fans and spectators closer to the game.

On EHF EURO level, the SELECT Ultimate iBall premiered at the final — e

The hand-stitched ball is made of extremely hardwearing synthetic leather A

material. A zero-wing bladder inside the ball ensures optimal roundness.
The specially developed ‘shark skin foam’ gives the ball an extremely soft
feel and excellent grip. The ball is light and lively, but above all its constant
balance ensures that there are no random bounces.
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TEGHNOLOGIES

Video replay technologies

Several technological developments are in place at the Women’s EHF EURO
2022. The use of them will also be clearly communicated to the spectators in
the arena with the help of dedicated graphic icons shown on the arena cube.

Video replay offers the possibility to the referees to immediately watch a
situation on a TV screen if they were not able to see the complete action
on the court and if they wish to check again before reaching a decision.
This specifically refers to key match situations where the referees decide
to consult the TV picture additionally to their own view on the court.

A new situation which can trigger the use of the video replay has been added
to the previous four situations (Goal/No goal, Punishment, Wrong Buzzer
use, Wrong substitution). The “game-changer” situation can occur in the last
30 seconds of the match, if the referees have serious reservations about a
7-meter throw decision or a technical foul committed by a player scoring a
goal (i.e., steps, charging foul, goal area violation, double dribble).

Goal-line cameras

The goal-line technology allows referees to utilise a number of cameras
fixed to the goal to check whether the ball has crossed the goal-line. As the
video is linked to the match clock, the referees can also check, if the ball
crossed the goal-line before the end of half-time or full-time.

The use of both goal-line technology and video replay (disqualification and
consquences) is exclusively the responsibility of the referees and only the
referees can decide to make use of it or not.
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Goal-light

An LED light installed inside the goal lights up at the same time as the buzzer
sounds for team timeouts and at the end of each half. This visual signal
therefore provides all those involved in the match an additional signal to
show that the time has stopped or ended. The signal also provides further
help to the referees in deciding whether a last-second shot has crossed the
line or not.

Substitution area technology

This system provides a detailed view on both substitution areas and offers
video assistance in case of decisions that concern the substitution areas.
The two cameras will be installed at the timekeeper table’s corners.

The pictures are accessible for the EHF Delegates in case of an unclear
situation with player substitutions. Additionally they are also accessible for
the referees in case of any serious situation in the substitution area where
they decide to consult the pictures.

Important: These additional pictures are only to be used in case of a
situation where an incorrect substitution has already been identified but it is
unclear which player is to be punished.

Electronic team timeout request (‘Buzzer’)

Each team can request the team timeout directly through pushing a button
on an electronic device. The button is directly connected to the official
scoreboard system and pushing the button will directly lead to a stopping of
the time, additionally an audio signal will be initialized to make all involved
parties aware of the time-out.

In case of a mistake/misuse related to the team timeout request, all of the
following sanctions apply:

e Progressive punishment or direct red card depending whether the action
was on purpose or not

e Penalty throw for the team which was in possession of the ball

e Team that caused the faulty timeout request will lose one timeout
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Player tracking technology/KINEXON

Two years ago match data collection reached new heights at the Men’s EHF
EURO 2020, thanks to the cooperation between the European Handball
Federation and KINEXON, the leading German tracking and analytics
company. Following successful cooperation at several showcase events both
on the club and the national team level, the EHF EURO 2022 will again offer
player tracking technology, providing more insights into the game.

The player tracking technology will be joined by the SELECT iBall, the
intelligent ball with an integrated chip for data transmission. The technology
has been successfully used at the marquee event in club handball, the EHF
FINAL4, and will now serve to the needs of media professionals and fans at
the continental national team competition again.

During the EHF EURO 2022, tracking sensors in jerseys of all players and

the chip in the iBall will collect an unparalleled amount of data around

each match. All players will be fitted with the tracking chip, which will be
integrated into their playing shirts. The sensor weighs only 14 grams and will
not influence the players’ on-court performance.

KINEXON anchors will be placed around the court capturing the data from
the sensors in the players’ shirts and the ball. Fans, coaches and players
will be able to see players’ running distance, playing time, fastest sprints,
highest jumps and fastest goalkeeper saves. In addition, the SELECT iBall
will collect information such as ball speed, shot detection, position of the
shot and placement of the ball on target.

The match data will be delivered directly to the spectators watching at home
via social media and on TV. An extensive report of collected match data will
be provided to the participating teams, giving them opportunity to have all
information about the team and individual player performance.
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CHANGES T0 THE RULES

Teams will use three new rules at EHF Euro 2022, with the aim to increase
excitement and dynamism, and protect goalkeepers more

The Women’s EHF EURO 2022 in Slovenia, North Macedonia and
Montenegro will not only be the last played with 16 teams but also the first
European Championship to adopt the amended rules of the game.

The International Handball Federation released the amendments on 1 July,
stating that the latest changes will further boost handball’s dynamic pace,
and also contribute to the safety of the goalkeepers.

The following changes will be applied at the Women’s EHF EURO 2022.

Passive play

In the Rule 7:12 the maximum number of passes an attacking team has,

is reduced from six to four after the forewarning signal is shown and before
a free throw is called. An attacking team is counted if the executed throw
is blocked by a defending field-player and the ball comes back to an
attacking player.

If the attacking team is awarded a formal throw (free throw or throw-in) after
completing the fourth pass, they may play an additional pass to finish the
attack. The criteria for when the referees should start signalling the passive
play remain unchanged.
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Hitting the goalkeeper in the head with the ball

There are two new factors in Rules 8.8 and 8.9 which concern situations
when a shooter hits a goalkeeper’s head with the ball. The rule extends from
penalty throws to shots from an open play. Instead of a red card, the shooter
receives an immediate two-minute suspension.

Exceptions include: if a shot comes from an unbalanced player due to a
foul committed by a defending player, or from an indirect shot (i.e., after a
rebound from a defending player or after a deflection from another part of
the goalkeeper’s body).

New throw-off area

The introduction of a new throw-off area that measures four metres will
increase the speed of the game. (Rules 10, 10:3, 10:4). In the case of a
throw-off, referees will whistle as soon as the ball and at least one foot of
the player are inside the throw-off area.

The player can move inside the throw-off area, but not bounce the ball or
jump. Opposing players must stay outside the area and cannot touch the
ball or opponent until the throw-off is complete. Teammates must be in
either their own half or in the throw-off area.

The player must throw the ball within three seconds after the referee has
whistled. If she fails to do so, the defending team receives a free throw.

New rules explained to coaches
The EHF explained the latest changes to the Women’s EHF EURO head
coaches during their first pre-tournament seminar in the end of October.
